Oct. 20" DAY 1- USA
e Departure

Oct. 21* Day 2 - CAIRO
e Arrive in Cairo in the early afternoon and transfer to
the hotel.
e Welcome dinner.
e ElSalam Hotel (D)

Oct. 22" DAY 3 — CAIRO/Aswan

e Morning flight to Abu Simbel to visit the colossal
rock-cut temple of Ramses Il and the small-yet-
exquisite temple built for his wife, Nefertari.

e In the afternoon, sail by feluccas to the Elephantine
Island, the home of God Khnum (one of the creator
gods and the symbol of the first levels of Egyptian
initiations).

e Visit the excavations and the German Institute Open
Air Museum.

e Basma Hotel (B, D)

Oct. 23" DAY 4 - Aswan/Nile Cruise

e Morning visit to the Nubian Museum

e Visit the elegant temple of Isis located on Philae
Island.

e Visit the Granite Quarries and the Unfinished
Obelisk.

e Check into the Nile Cruise.

e After dinner, visit the Aswan marketplace and the
African Bazaar.

e Nile Cruise (B, L, D)
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Oct. 24™ DAY 5 — Nile Cruise

In the early morning, sail down the river to Kom
Ombo.

Visit the unique temple of the gods Sobek and Horus.
After lunch, explore through the ancient city of Edfu
on horse buggies on the way to the temple of Horus
and Hathor, his consort. (This temple was dedicated
for the reunion of the gods and goddesses)

Enjoy an afternoon tea on the sundeck while sailing
to Edfu.

Overnight in Esna City.

Nile Cruise (B, L, D)

Oct. 25" DAY 6 — Nile Cruise

In the early morning, drive North of Luxor through
the exquisite countryside to the majestic city of
Abydos.

Visit the Temple of Osiris.

Picnic en route.

Returning from Abydos, stop at Dendarah to visit the
Temple of Hathour, the goddess of love,
motherhood, and music. (This is one of the key sites
for early Egyptian astrology)

Reach the elegant city of Luxor in the early evening.
Nile Cruise (B,L,D).

Oct. 26" Day 7 - Nile Cruise
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In the morning, check out from the Nile Cruise to
drive to the West Bank.

Visit the Valley of the Kings, which contains the
exquisite tombs of the New Kingdom Pharaohs.

Visit the Valley of the Queens and the Valley of the
Nobles.

By special permission from the Egyptian Antiquities
Organization, visit several tombs that are not open
to the general public.

In the afternoon, lunch at the historic courtyard of
the venerable Sheikh Ali Restaurant, the watering

hole of all renowned Egyptologists, including Howard
Carter.

Following lunch, visit the great mortuary temples of
Hatshepsut, Ramses Il, and Ramses lll, as well as the
ancient village of Dier el Medina with its
extraordinary tombs of the ordinary workers who
built the temples.

Dinner and check into the hotel.

Steinberger Luxor Hotel (B,L).

Oct. 27" DAY 8 - Luxor

Visit the complex of the Karnak Temples and Luxor.
Afternoon flight to Cairo.

Check into the hotel.

El Gezirah Sofitel Hotel.

Oct. 28" DAY 9 - Luxor

Visit the Cairo Museum.

After lunch, visit the 16™ Century Street of the
Tenemakers and the southern section of the 10"
Century Fatimid City to see its medieval houses, inns,
market places, and Al-Azhar (the oldest functioning
university in the world).

Visit the Khan el-Khalili, the most famous of Cairo
Sugs.

Optional: Camel ride past the Great Pyramid at
sunset.

El Gezirah Sofitel Hotel (B,L)

Oct. 29" DAY 10 - CAIRO

Enjoy a VIP visit to the monuments on the plateau
including the Great Pyramid and the Sphinx.

After lunch, drive into the countryside to visit the
tombs of the noblemen and the Step Pyramid
(including its interior which is not accessible to the
general public).

El Gezirah Sofitel Hotel (B,L)

Oct. 30" DAY 11 - CAIRO

Enjoy another beautiful morning on the Giza Plateau
to visit the tombs that are not open to the general
public.

Lunch at Felfela en route to Bahariva.
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e Drive (via bus) to this remote oasis with lush palm
groves and sand dunes in the western desert. About the Tour Leader:

e Upon arrival, explore the English House (a hilltop site
with dramatic views of the entire Oasis where the
British waited for the Germans to arrive during
WWII) via a 4-wheel drive vehicle.

e  Palm Village Hotel (B,L,D)

Oct. 31" DAY 12 — Bahariya Oasis

e After breakfast, visit the Valley of the Golden
Mummies where the most recent excavation has
revealed more than 200 gilded mummies and holds
possibly 10,000.

e Continue to the Black Desert where the sand dunes
are covered with chips of basalt from an ancient
volcano.

e Enjoy a Bedouin-style lunch at the Crystal Desert
where you can explore mountains of crystals
glittering in the sunlight.

e Continue to the spectacular White Desert for a
sunset where rock formations appear as natural
sphinx or giant mushrooms bursting from the
ground.

e In the evening, enjoy a special dinner in a desert
camp where we will enjoy the chanting and musical
instruments of the Bedouins around a fire under the
moon and brilliant stars.

Reservation and Payment

A deposit of $500 per person will be required at the time of
booking. Final payment will be due 60 days prior the
departure dates from the USA. It is the responsibility of the
traveler (or his agent) to determine that final payment
reaches the Tour Operator on time. On bookings made within
60 days of departure date, full and final payment will be due
immediately upon booking. No booking will be considered
until final deposit is received by the Tour Operator.

Cancellation and Refunds

Cancellations must be received by the Tour Operator in
writing within 60 days of travel date. Cancellations received
more than 60 days prior to departure will have a penalty of
$500 per person: those received between 46 and 31 days will
have a penalty of 50% per person; those received between 30
and 21 days will have a penalty of 75% per person.
Cancellations received 21 days or less before departure or

transfers, city tours or any other services (including meals,
accommodations or transportation) voluntarily not taken.
